A performance for the Greek summer made of dreams and
nightmares, eroticism, and voyeurism is what Heatwave by Giannis
Panagopoulos is. Drawing dramaturgical material from Vivian
Stergiou’s short story collections Liquid Blue and Skin, the
performance conjures a fictional ethnography of a world that is
heading with breakneck speed toward the end.

Small stories of everyday people within a framework that is
constantly shrinking. With figures that grasp from their rituals. With
their communication falling apart. A performance about the great
chilling under the scorching Mediterranean sun. Until the grand
moment, or the grand finale.
