THE IMMIGRATION CHALLENGE

Alexander S. Onassis Foundation Cultural Center non-profit Organization in
cooperation with the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens organizes a
one-day workshop entitled The Immigration Challenge on Saturday September 22nd
2012 from 9.30 until 17.30 at the Onassis Cultural Centre/Athens. Prominent sci-
entists from around the world as well as from Creece will participate in this
event.

Modern societies experience rapid political and economic changes such as the
economic crisis, the new social movements, the rise of unemployment, poverty,
new epidemics etc. As a result, they are expected to adopt a new attitude towards
today’'s responsibilities and tomorrow's challenges. These conditions as well as
the transitional and turbulent context, in which modern societies have found
themselves, render the need to re-examine the issue of immigration quite urgent.
This workshop aims at creating a communication channel where different opinions
will be expressed by representatives of the political and social sciences, the
humanities and the arts, thus allowing for a fruitful and creative dialogue on
the issue of immigration, to be seen as a challenge within the new conditions
that have been formed on an international level and with a strong presence in
Greece today as well.

The workshop is part of the wider problematic in Platonic philosophy that ques-
tions the responsibility of the state and focuses on today's responsibilities
and tomorrow’'s challenges.

The discussion will focus on four thematic sessions which will attempt to analyze
the immigration challenge: social sciences, education, urban landscape and art.

THE ATHENS DIALOGUES

This one-day workshop is part of the Athens Dialogues project, organized by the
Alexander S. Onassis Public Benefit Foundation in collaboration with eight world
class academic institutions (the Institut de France, the Academia dei Lincei,
the University of Oxford, Stanford University, the Austrian Academy of Sci-
ences, the Deutsches Archdologisches Institut, the Center for Hellenic Studies
of Harvard and the Academy of Athens) and held at the Onassis Cultural Centre in
November 2010, with the participation of prominent scientists from all over the
world. The beginning of this scientific and cultural project was highly received
on an international level while more than 50,000 people watched the conference
live through the internet.

The Athens Dialogues is an ongoing project, which is also continued through
the electronic scientific journal entitled the Athens Dialogues e-journal.
The e-journal is edited by the Center for Hellenic Studies of Harvard Univer-
sity while Professor Gregory Nagy is the editor in chief (www.athensdialogues.
org/e-journal/about-the-e-journal). This pioneering electronic platform, which
was designed especially for the Athens Dialogues, publishes the essays and the
presentations of the speakers as well as the open dialogue between the audi-
ence and the scientists, through an application that signals a new era for
electronic media. The texts are enriched with various links and can be used
in multiple ways.

In the new phase of the Athens Dialogues project, which started in 2011 with the
one-day conference that was organized in Columbia University, NY, an emphasis is
given to the problems that concern modern man and the world that will have been
formed within the next few decades. This event, which approaches the burning
issue of immigration, is part of this context. The issue of “Today's Responsi-
bilities - Tomorrow's Challenges” was also examined at the one-day conference at
Columbia University, with the collaboration of Karen van Dyck and the participa-
tion of important scientists such as Mark Mazower, Helene Foley, Peter Meineck,
Gregory Nagy, Andreas Kalyvas et al. The success of the event was apparent judg-
ing from the participation of a various audience.

Three annual events have been planned for 2012 and 2013 both in Greece and
abroad. In 2012 three one-day workshops have been scheduled. The issues that will
be examined are Immigration (Onassis Cultural Centre, September 22nd), Science,
Technology and Ethics (Harvard University, Boston, November 3rd) and Digital
Technology with an emphasis on democracy and education (Onassis Cultural Centre,
December 1st).

The Boston event, organized in collaboration with Harvard University, is expect-
ed to be of particular importance. The relationship between science, technology
and ethics will be examined from the diachronic perspective of philosophy, medi-
cine and art and in relation to the rapid changes in the field of exact sciences.
Amongst the participants are Ruth Faden (John Hopkins University) George Khushf
(University of South Carolina), Albert Borgmann (University of Montanna), Sean
Kelly (Harvard University) and Costis Daskalakis (MIT).

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THE ALEXANDER S. ONASSIS PUBLIC BENEFIT FOUNDATION

The Alexander S. Onassis Public Benefit Foundation's activities are multifari-
ous, focused on very important areas such as culture, education, environment,
health and social solidarity.

Within the framework of its activities for the promotion of culture, the Foun-
dation created the Onassis Cultural Centre (www.sgt.gr) on Syngrou Avenue in
Athens, dedicated to arts and culture. The foundations of the Onassis Cultural
Centre were laid in the year 2000 and the building operated for the first time
in November 2010 by hosting the Athens Dialogues international conference. The
Onassis Cultural Centre is Athens’' new cultural space, open and accessible to
everyone, hosting theatre, dance, music, visual arts and letters events. Its
mission is to promote contemporary culture, to support young Creek artists, to
cultivate international collaborations, to educate children and people of all
ages through life-long learning. The new cultural space was officially inaugu-
rated in December 2010.

The Athens Dialogues 2010 conference focused on 6 themes (Identity and Differ-
ence, Stories and Histories, Logos and Art, Democracy and Politeia, Science and
Ethics, Quality of Life) and was co-organized in collaboration with 8 leading
world class academic institutions (Academy of Athens, Accademia dei Lincei, Aus-
trian Academy of Sciences, German Archaeological Institute, Institut de France,
Centre for Hellenic Studies of Harvard University, University of Oxford, Stan-
ford University). The Athens Dialogues project has evolved into an interdisci-
plinary program aiming to explore the relationship between Greek culture and the
modern world. Recently, the project was reassessed and new objectives were set.
The Athens Dialogues now form part of a wider cultural project of the Onassis
Cultural Centre, so during the academic years 2012, 2013 and 2014, three yearly
events will take place. The Organizational Committee of the Athens Dialogues has
decided on the realization of this series of events that will focus on issues
that are crucial for our modern society, offering a platform for discussing eve-
ryday life issues from a variety of perspectives as broad as possible. For the
year 2012, two colloquia will be taking place at the Onassis Cultural Centre,
whereas the third one will be organized in Boston, in collaboration with Harvard
University.

The Onassis Foundation disseminates Greek civilization abroad and specifically
to the U.S.A. and Canada, through the Affiliate Foundation at the Olympic Tower
in New York, which organizes conferences, a major archaeological exhibition
every year, and a programme of visiting Professors to Universities of North and
South America and Canada. In this context, the Foundation undertook the estab-
lishment of the Onassis Library for Hellenic and Roman Art at the Metropolitan
Museum of Art in New York, the renovation and equipment of the libraries of
the National Archaeological Museum, the Christian and Byzantine Museum and the
Benaki Museum in Athens, the architectural preservation and restoration of sites
and buildings around the world, as well as countless other endeavors related to
arts and culture.

Within the same framework, the Foundation offers financial assistance to Uni-
versities with Greek chairs, departments or programmes in Europe, the United
States, Canada, South America, Africa, Australia and Asia, where Greek studies
are taught.

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In appreciation of the contribution made by these Universities, as well as of
the difficulties they encounter, the Foundation funds established university
Programmes of Greek Studies which have done important and consistent work. It
also supports primary and secondary schools in Europe and the United States that
teach the Ancient and Modern Greek language and culture.

The Foundation's support covers the teaching of Ancient and Modern Greek lan-
guage, literature, history, philosophy, archaeology and culture. The Foundation
donates series of works by the classical ancient Greek authors, Classical Works
publications, dictionaries, Greek grammar and syntax books as well as the neces-
sary technical equipment, to the academic institutions concerned. The Foundation
has supported more than 100 educational institutions in 40 countries.

Among its other activities, the Foundation awards scholarships to GCreeks for
postgraduate studies in Greece and abroad and to non-Greeks for research and
postgraduate studies in Greece. Until 2011, approximately 4,600 scholarships
have been awarded to Greeks and 720 to foreigners. The Scholars Association, with
the active involvement of approximately 1700 former scholars and the financial
support of the Onassis Foundation, organizes conferences, lectures, cultural and
scientific events.

In the fields of social solidarity and health, the Foundation donated to the
Greek state in 1992 the model Onassis Cardiac Surgery Centre (0CSC). The 127-bed
capacity 0CSC is the first hospital in Greece fully certified in the depart-
ments of adult and pediatric heart surgery and cardiology. Other public benefit
projects of the Foundation include financial support to organizations such as
ELPIDA for the establishment of cancer hospital for children, and the Hellenic
Society for Disabled Children (ELEPAP)

Another important aspect of the Foundation's work is the awarding of interna-
tional prizes, since 1978, bestowed on individuals or organizations in the fields
of culture, social achievement and the environment. Today, the Foundation offers
the Onassis International Prize in Shipping, Trade and Finance, in collaboration
with the City of London and Cass Business School of the City University, London.

The Onassis Foundation, in association with the Foundation for Research and Tech-
nology Hellas (FORTH) of the University of Crete, organizes the “Onassis Founda-
tion Science Lecture Series”, an annual series of high-level scientific lectures
that cover the following applied sciences fields: physics, chemistry, biology,
mathematics and computer science. The lecture series are week-long and aim at the
further education and advancement of young Greek scientists, both graduates and
post-graduates. The lectures, which take place in July at the FORTH premises in
Heraklion, Crete, are offered in English by internationally acclaimed scientists
and are supplemented by lectures offered by Greek scientists, distinguished in
the said fields. Up to four series of lectures are organized each year, cover-
ing topics which are at the cutting edge of international scientific research in
the fields of physics, chemistry, biology, mathematics and computer science. The
collaboration began in 2001 and since then, eminent academicians have partici-
pated in lectures and seminars of the FORTH as keynote speakers.

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ONASSIS CULTURAL CENTRE, ATHENS

The Onassis Cultural Centre (0CC), the new cultural institution that entered
Athens’ artistic scene, continues to surprise its audience with productions
across the whole spectrum of the arts. Its programme includes theatre, dance,
music, visual arts and lectures. The goal of the Onassis Cultural Centre is to
promote Greek contemporary cultural expression, cultivate international collabo-
rations and educate children and people of all ages through life-long learning,
in a venue that is open and accessible to all.

From its inauguration to this day, the 0CC has presented 212 productions in total
(67 concerts, 27 theatre performances, 13 dance performances, 3 visual arts
exhibitions, 55 educationalprogrammes for children, teenagers, school groups
and adults and 47 discussions within the framework of “Talks and Thoughts”). The
0CC has sold a total of 210.000 tickets, while more than 10.000 children have
participated in its educational activities. The 0CC has 19.800 fans on facebook,
3.350 followers on twitter, while more than 1.500 people have become “Friends”
of the 0CC, with unique privileges and discounts in the purchase of tickets.

The Onassis Cultural Centre's 18,000 sq. m. of internal floor space are spread
over no fewer than sixteen levels, nine of which are underground. The Centre's
cutting-edge facilities include:

Main Stage: An 880-seat amphitheatre, suitable for a range of large-scale
events, from theatrical and dance performances, concerts and cinema screenings
to lectures and concerts. / Upper stage: A 220-seat auditorium which can be
used for smaller-scale theatrical, music and dance performances, presentations,
lectures, cinema screenings (multimedia, virtual reality), seminars and confer-
ences. / Lecture & exhibition space: A room on the 5th floor which can seat up
to two hundred people on free-standing chairs. It is ideal for lectures, edu-
cational programmes and round-table discussions. / Exhibition hall: A 600 sq.
m. space on the Centre's underground level specially-designed for exhibitions
and other activities. / A number of open spaces spread over the Centre’'s levels
and ideal for smaller exhibitions or meetings. / Liquid Sky: Ground floor bar.
An atmospheric space to spend time before and after the performance, concert,
exhibition or discussion. The ground-floor bar was redesigned by artist Aemilia-
Papafilippou around an original artwork. / Bar-Restaurant Hytra: 6th floor and
the terrace with a breathtaking view of the Acropolis, the Philopappos monument,
Lycabettus and the Saronic gulf. / Underground car-parking areas.
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
