2009 with distinction. Since 2012, he has been
working on his Ph.D. in Architecture by Design
at the University of Edinburgh, which is funding
his studies. Konstantinos has taught Archi-
tectural Design and Theory in Athens and in
the UK, while his research has been presented
at international conferences and published as
articles and book chapters.

PROF JEFF FERRELL

Professor of Sociology at Texas Christian
University, USA, and Visiting Professor of
Criminology at the University of Kent, UK.

He is the author of the books Crimes of Style
(1996), Tearing Down the Streets (2001),
Empire of Scrounge (2006), and, with Keith
Hayward and Jock Young, Cultural Criminology:
An Invitation (2008), which was awarded

the 2009 Distinguished Book Award by the
American Society of Criminology's International
Criminology Division.

DR ELLA CHMIELEWSKA

Programme Director of the University of
Edinburgh MSc in Cultural Studies (School of
Architecture and Landscape). Her research
interests include graffiti, inscriptions, and

the study of the relationship between text

and image in the public domain. She makes
extensive use of photography as a means of
presentation, research, and critical thinking.
She has published on a range of phenomena,
practices and artefacts shaping visual culture:
logos and branding, places of commemoration,
neon signs, parkour, graffiti and photography.
Her essays on graffiti include: Framing Temporal-
ity: Montréal Graffiti in Photography in Annie
Gérin and James S. MclLean (Eds), Public Art
in Canada: Critical Perspectives (The University
of Toronto Press, 2009) and Framing [Con]text:
Graffiti and Place (Space and Culture, 2007).

MANJEL DI RITA, AKA PEETA

Italian graffiti artist, sculptor and painter,
Manuel Di Rita, known as Peeta, has been
creating his graffiti pieces since 1993. He is a
member of the EAD crew (Padova, Italy) and
the FX and RWK crews (New York City). He
lives in Venice and has participated in graffiti
jams and events in Europe and America. He is
known for his 3D graffiti and his work explores

the potential of sculptural lettering, in both
painting and sculpture. He participated in the
55th Venice Biennale (B2b to Biennale, wall
painting performance) in 2013.

PAFSANIAS KRAHANASIS

Pafsanias Karathanasis is a Social Anthropolo-
gist and a Ph.D. candidate in the Department
of Social Anthropology and History at the
University of the Aegean. His research interests
are focused on modern cities and the spatial
dimensions of urban cultures. He has con-
ducted fieldwork in Athens and Nicosia, where
he focused on cultural practices performed in
urban public space. His involvement with the
study of graffiti and street art in Greece and
Cyprus has been in this research context.

DR GREGORY SNYDER

Gregory J. Snyder is a sociologist and
ethnographer who studies subcultures. His
research focuses on urban subcultures such as
graffiti writers, hip hop artists, musicians and
professional skateboarders, with an emphasis
on subculture theory, urban space, crime

and social justice. His first book, Graffiti Lives:
Beyond the Tag in New York's Urban Undergound,
(NYU Press, 2009) received critical acclaim

in both the New York Times, and the Journal of
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Contemporary Sociology. Currently, Professor
Snyder is working on his second book, which is
entitled The Grind: Professional Street Skateboard-
ing in an Age of Spatial Constraint (forthcoming,
NYU Press). Gregory Snyder is an Assistant
Professor at Baruch College, the City University
of New York.

DR MYRTO TSILIMPOWIDI

Myrto Tsilimpounidi is a photographer and

a post-doctoral fellow at the University of

East London in the School of Law and Social
Sciences. Her research focuses on the interface
between urbanism, culture, and innovative
methodologies. Current projects focus on street
politics, and the new aesthetics of crisis in
Southern Europe. She is the editor of Remapping
Crisis: A Guide to Athens, (2014), a book on
crisis and its urban manifestations.



XAIER PROU, AKA BLEK LE RAT

Pioneering French graffiti artist Blek Le Rat
counts the infamous Banksy among his many
admirers. Using stencils instead of stylized
lettering for graffiti, Blek was one of the first
true street artists. Originally known for stencil-
ing a giant graphic image of a rat all over Paris
(to him, the rat symbolized both freedom and
the plague-like dissemination of art through the
city), in recent years Blek's work has become
more political, focusing on the homeless, the
environment, and other social issues. His
posters of kidnapped French journalist Florence
Aubenas helped raised public awareness of her
predicament, pressuring politicians and journal-
ists to work harder for her release.

LARS PEDERSEN

Danish Lars Pedersen has been a graffiti artist
since 1993. He has lived off his graffiti and
organizing graffiti events since 2007. He has
travelled the world, participated in numerous
international events and painted more than
35 countries in 6 continents. He moderated
the world's biggest graffiti forum, 120z Prophet
for 10 years as part of the www.ilovegraffiti.de
project. He curated and organized the Roskilde
Graffiti Festival, a graffiti festival organized

in the city of Roskilde in Denmark in parallel

with the music festival, which is one of the
largest in Europe. Each year 100 international
artists paint over one kilometer of graffiti at the
festival. He is also author of Will | Go To Hell For
This (2010), a book that presents the graffiti on
trains in Copenhagen from 1984 to 2009.

DR RAFAEL SCFACTER

Rafael Schacter is an anthropologist, writer,
and curator as well as an honorary research
fellow in the Department of Anthropology at
University College, London. He has co-curated
a number of exhibitions around the world
including the iconic show Street Art at the

Tate Modern in 2008. He is the editor of

the book The World Atlas of Street Art and
Graffiti (2013), a comprehensive guide to the
independent public art of the world and the
winner of the 2014 Los Angeles Book Festival
in the Photography/Art Category. His academic
monograph Ornament & Order, a work based on
his Ph.D. research, is forthcoming from Ashgate
in July 2014. He is currently Creative Director
of A(by)P, who recently held their inaugural
exhibition at Somerset House in London with
the artist Sixe Paredes.

SNOEMAN

SNOEMAN is an evolving enigma. His focus is
on the name and its power to re-appropriate
"private" property and, in the process, to
convert that property into an extension of his
own persona. Producing unsolicited public work
since 2000, his message is always implicit,
never explicit. This anonymity and tact has
allowed him to maximize the power of these
interventions. He began his street career in
2000, and has created an estimated 20-
30,000 public interventions.

HJGO MARTINEZ

Hugo Martinez, is a co-founder of the ALL
CITY Foundation and the Executive Director
of Art Projects. He is also the director of the
Martinez Gallery, the premiere showcase for
graffiti work. Martinez has been working with
the vanguard of the graffiti movement since
1972, helping to form United Graffiti Artists,
an organization committed to encouraging
collaborative work among graffiti writers and
advancing graffiti as an artistic and social
movement. He opened galleries in several New
York City neighborhoods over the last four
decades before settling on a “nomadic venue”
approach. Since employing this model, the
Martinez Gallery has staged design and graffiti

“interventions” in numerous public and private
settings. Martinez excels in bringing together
designers, artists, writers, curators, scholars,
medical practitioners, contractors, developers,
and others to form collaborative ventures with a
clear social conscience.
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
